    Individuals undergoing training as Certified Support Crew Members, Certified Brush / UTV Operators, and Certified Volunteer Truck Drivers, must be able to Verbalize and Demonstrate their abilities to perform all tasks indicated.  Support trainees are required to receive 3 sets of FDID #’s (Last 3 numbers) from different Duty Support Crew Leaders (Leader = designated VST in charge of a Duty Crew), as much as possible, qualified to check-off all tasks accomplished.  Qualified individuals are those members who have received “check-off” numbers in all three (3) performance categories (Knowledge, Competency, and Proficiency) for any single line item.  Numbers must be legible, and the VST Crew Leader known for a “check-off” to be allowed.  It may become necessary for Trainees to come into the station at times other than scheduled to ensure different qualified individual numbers are received within the time frame specified.
   Trainees being certified in all areas must receive the signature of a member of the “Battalion 30 Training Staff” and conduct a short interview with Battalion 30.  Trainees being certified as a “Duty Volunteer Vehicle Driver” must also complete all STATE & OVFD requirements, & perform a Battalion 30 Ride-along before receiving a certification signature from B-30.
   For all positions, exhibiting the 3 categories of performance (Knowledge, Competency, and Proficiency) is paramount prior to receiving any set of numbers.  Simply going through the motions of “doing” a task on a one-time basis will not necessarily result in receiving an item being checked-off.  Any Training items may be checked-off (in order) at any time completed.  Listed time frames are anticipated times.  Any questions may be directed to me for clarification.
